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PLACE VALUE CHART

· Use the chart to write numbers - one digit per box. 
· Find the value of each digit by reading the name above it: Hundred, Tee, or ‘say nothing’ for Ones. Then say its SPACE NAME – BILLION, MILLION, THOUSAND, AND. Example: The BOLD digit, in 481 906, the 4, is below ‘Hundred’ and before the THOUSAND space name, so its value is four hundred thousand.
· Practise reading entire numbers, saying each 3-digit period, and using the chart to remind you of SPACE NAMES. 
      Example: 300 789 025 364 = three hundred BILLION, seven hundred eighty-nine MILLION, twenty-five THOUSAND, three hundred sixty-four.
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
